General Instruction on Entrance Examination

All applicants should check the notice board and should be present at the waiting room by 8:30 on each examination date.

They are not allowed to enter the examination room before the examination.

On the examination

(1) Make sure you keep your Reference Card with you throughout the examinations.

(2) Turn off any alarms on your mobile phone, smartphone, etc., switch it off before entering the room.

(3) Bring your own watch or clock. Use of a mobile phone, smartphone, etc. as a clock
1s not permitted.

(4) Examinees who arrive late will be permitted to take the examination only when the applicants arrive by
9:00am. If such lateness was caused by an unavoidable reason such as a transportation accident, report to the
examination office and ask for instruction.

(5) If you have lost your Reference Card, report to the examination office.

(6) Make sure you follow the schedule and take all the specified examinations. If an examinee fail to take any of
the specified examinations, such examinee will be regarded as absent and therefore ineligible for selection.

(7) Examinees are not permitted to use tools other than writing tools (pencils or mechanical pencils and erasers) and
those instructed by the corresponding Graduate School. Writing tools will not be loaned to examinees.

(8) If an examinee commits a dishonest or obstructive act, an immediate exit from the room will be ordered and
further taking of examination will not be permitted. In addition, the results of examinations of the examinee
having taken before the act would be invalidated.

(9) When collecting answer sheets, question sheets, and scribbling sheets, follow instructions given by the supervisor.

(10) Follow any other instructions given by the supervisor.

Remarks
(1) Pay attention to notices relevant to entrance examinations.

(2) University will offer no information of accommodations to applicants.

Around the examination site or TX Tsukuba station, someone might offer you, with payment, the result-notice-telegram etc. University of

Tsukuba never commits such offers. Some might be disguised as a university member, yet they are totally irrelevant to the university.

Notice that University of Tsukuba is never responsible for the response to such offers.

(1) Oral Examination 1 concerns comprehension in area of proposed specialization, ability to adapt to different fields of
study and linguistic proficiency.
30 minutes are given to read English articles then 15 minutes are given for individual interview in English or
Japanese.
(2) Oral Examination 2 concerns research project proposal upon admission, your career plan and individual interview
in English or Japanese after your research project proposal is presented.

10 minutes are given to explain the research project proposal and career plan then 10 minutes are given for the
individual interview.
*You may use a whiteboard placed at the examination room during Oral examination 1 and 2. No projector is

permitted to use.
